Seat the CPU into the socket. Match socket pin 1 and CPU cut edge.
Puch the CPU by a little force on the socket then closing the socket actuator
with a screwdriver.

Glue the heatsink compound on the CPU die surface.

Install CPU cooler on the top of CPU. Tighten CPU cooler with screws into pillaret.

Connecting CPU FAN plug to mainboard CPU FAN socket.

Insert SO-DIMM into the SO-DIMM slot
on the motherboard by 30°.

Push down the SO-DIMM onto DIMM slot.

STEP 4
Installing 2.5" SATA HDD or SSD

The Reverse Side
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Insert 2.5" SATA HDD or SSD to the SATA connector on the reverse side
of mainboard.

Turnover the mainboard and drive the screw at the front side of mainboard
to fasten the HDD.
